News from the Daylight Centre

As the weather gets colder, more homeless persons
are seeking hot food and daytime shelter at the
Daylight Centre. Useful items for them are things
that can be easily carried like biscuits, chocolate,
crisps etc. The Food Bank staff are very grateful for
all your donations of food and money. Thank you to
everyone who contributes food for those who are
hungry.

Urgent Needs this week are small packets of crisps,
Jam, and Packets of Noodles.

Please buy something from the list below, it doesn’t
have to be expensive - a jar of jam is 39 pence and tin
of peaches is available from 39 pence. Every item you
can donate really does go to those in need of help.
Your support is much appreciated. Thank you. We
really appreciate everything you can give to help feed
hungry people. Thank you also for all the egg boxes,
these are really helpful. Thank you to everyone who
supports the Daylight Centre Food Bank.

The Food Bank always needs: UHT Milk (whole &
semi-skimmed), Toilet Rolls, Jam, Tinned Fruit, Fruit
juice (not grapefruit), Custard, Tinned vegetables,
Pasta Sauce and Crackers (savoury biscuits), Pasta
Pots, and Pasta & Sauce, Cup-a-Soups, Sugar, Pot
Noodles, Packet Noodles, Mug Shots, Crisps,
Washing Powder tabs, Fruit Squash, the smaller
